Day 1  
10.00 a.m. ï Great Britain v. Northern Ireland  
The start of this match was slightly delayed, due to a pitch inspection after heavy rain 
the night before, but once under way Great Britain and Northern Ireland played 6 x 6 
mins chukkas and after an exciting game with good defence skills from both sides, 
Great Britain took the honours winning 16 goals to 6. 
 
2.00 p.m. ï England v. USA  
After  brilliant  goals  by England  No.1ôs  George Boisseau and Morgan Griffiths, 
England beat the USA by 12 goals to 10.  Englandôs No. 2 Katy Wise and No. 3 
Sammy Connors and Louie Cornforth gave some solid defending after the USA 
started to pull back goals in the last two chukkas with their No. 1 Evan Vallee.  It was 
nice to see Chris Chennells back in the saddle as umpire for this match after six 
months rest with a shoulder injury. 
 
Day 2 
12.00 p.m. ï England v. Great Britain  
No.1ôs  Hetta Carthew,  Harriet  Price  & Layla Henshaw (Great Britain), George 
Boisseau & Morgan Griffiths (England) showed great tactics and ball skills in this ex-
hilarating contest.  The pressure was on Great Britain for the last two chukkas when 
Layla Henshaw took over the No. 1 shirt as Harrietôs horse slipped and fell.  Harriet 
was slightly shaken and sat out the remaining chukkas.  Olivia and Rosie Hamilton, 
Sammy Connors, Louie Cornforth and Katy Wise  were  again  great  in  defence.  
England eventually got the upper edge and beat Great Britain by 10 goals to 8.  Ja-
son Webb, a top UK Polocrosse player with the UKPA, took charge of the England 
team for this match, whilst Tom Simkin looked after Great Britain.  Jason certainly 
fired up the England Team after talking tactics and game plans before the match.

If you wanted a nail biting contest this was the one!

Both Nial and 
William raced down the field each time to score the remaining goals.  Matt Fynn 
also gave the USA a hard time in defence whilst Nick Balogh (USA) pegged back 
four goals to take the USA ahead whilst Peter Balogh and Katherine Hanagan 
(USA) continued to give trouble to Northern Ireland.  Great defending also by Matt 
Fynn, Emily McCleane and the Graham sisters, Lizzy and Rachael and Rebecca 
Mackey.  After brilliant team work, pick up and ball skills by a very flexible William 
Armstrong and Lizzy & Rachael Graham, Northern Ireland again took the lead in 
the last chukka to win by 12 goals to 11.  An exhilarated Northern Ireland team 
couldnôt believe their luck.   A great  display  of polocrosse from both Northern 
Ireland and the USA team and definitely players to watch for the future. 
 
Day 3 ï This was a day of sightseeing for all teams visiting Warwick Castle 
and Stratford on Avon with a Fish & Chip Supper at Barnabyôs Restaurant in 
Stratford on Avon.

Harriet Price made a great reverse 
pick up to pass the ball to Layla to score another goal.

th
 chukka Great Britain lead by 15 ï 8 and going into the last chukka, 

team nerves started to creep in, but after Chris Milburn took up the No. 1 shirt, 
Great Britain won the game by 18 ï 11.

This was another rest day for Pony Club teams.

Saturday, 16

Heavy  rain  at  the  start of the day made for muddy conditions on pitch 2 and

Though 2 weeks camping in a field with three horses and 2 dogs in wet and windy 
Rugby  may not seem like everyoneôs idea of heaven,  itôs what we Carthews love 
most! Well perhaps not the camping but rather the chance to play the most exciting 
and brilliant game on horseback!  
 
This year the UK hosted the Polocrosse World Cup, which takes place every four 
years and sees the top 8 countries in the world battle it out for the ultimate title. The 
International Pony Club Challenge ran alongside this World Cup with teams from 
USA, Ireland, England and Great Britain.  I was lucky enough to be selected for the 
Great Britain team and joined my team mates at Rugby Polo Club in Onley on the 7

th
 

July.  
 
In typical polocrosse fashion, we had the landrover, trailer and my little car packed to 
the brim with kit and clutter which would last us the 10 days camping that lay ahead. 
On arrival we were greeted by Rugbyôs infamous rainstorms however somehow we 
managed to set up pens, (for the horses) and tents for ourselves. The next couple of 
days saw some intensive training and team bonding sessions with our coach, Tom 
Simkin. This was a great chance to really get to know one another properly and 
learn to play to each otherôs strengths and weaknesses in preparation for our first 
game against Northern Ireland.  
 
Following a great game against 
Ireland where we came out the 
victors with a 10 goal lead we felt 
hugely confident, perhaps a little 
too confident it turned out. Our 
next game was against England, 
our fellow team whom we had 
trained with and whom we knew 
very well.  After only a chukka 
we realised that we had totally 
underestimated our opposing 
team who had come out fighting 
for all they were worth. We did 
manage to pull back to several goals making the score 10 -8 however England were 
the better team on the day and weôd got a serious reality check! Ultimately this was 
possibly the best thing that happened to us as it made us realise how hard we 
needed to work if we really wanted to win. We needed to want every game as if it 
were the final and our chance to do this was against the USA who we played on the 
Thursday.

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The USA were a great group of people selected from all over America, on arrival 
they were given 10 horses to ride and to choose from, and right from the word go 
they were expected to play these horses as if they were their own, all credit to them 
ï they did an excellent job! Fortunately for us however we had a spectacular game 
against them and though not easy we managed to win the game, 18-11. This meant 
(due to goal difference etc) that we were through to the final, where we would face 
England again. 
 
The final was possibly the most nerve wracking experience of my life; I think I felt 
sick for nearly 24 hours (basically as soon as I knew we were in!) however it was 
also the best. We became EVEN closer as a team, we had countless team talks and 
would spend our evenings walking out the horses together and watching other 
World Cup matches to pick up tips. So when the day dawned we were so pumped 
and ready that we could barely wait to play! Just like our first match we paraded 
down the pitch and had the national anthems played for us ï I can truly say it was 
one of my proudest moments!  
 
The game itself has turned into a sort of blur of horses, rackets, goals and excite-
ment! After the first chukka, with thanks to my beautiful horse and amazing team-
mates we were up, 6 goals to none however in the third chukka I had an accident 
and Coyote, my horse, went lame and had to sit out for the rest of the game. With 
anxious parents and teammates surrounding me we cheered from the sidelines and 
when the final whistle went we ran on to celebrate, congratulating the other team on 
a really great match as they had really fought back leaving the final score at 13-7 to 
us!  

This was such an achievement and a truly amazing thing to be a part of. Iôd like to 
thank a number of my sponsors & supporters, without whom this would not have 
been possible:

The NFU Mutual Polocrosse Championship for 2011 was held on the first two days 
of The Pony Club Championships at Draycott House, Derbyshire on Saturday and  
Sunday, 13th & 14th August. 
 
Seventeen Branches, some entering two teams in different classes and 1 Centre took 
part in the hard fought competitions.  North Warwickshire got the hat-trick by winning 
the Malden Championships for the third year.
